The spacious suites have contemporary-styled interiors designed to capture the 
mood of a sophisticated beach house. Timber floors, white shutters and marine ply 
joinery, along with some custom-furniture pieces, add a sense of the sea whilst 
superior amenities, ranging from bathroom indulgences to signature bed linen - 100% 
cotton with superfine thread count - ensure comfort at every level.  
 
The super premium Lidgbird Pavilion offers a large wrap-around verandah with 
plunge-pool and inspirational 270-degree lagoon views. The Suite’s tariff includes use 
of a golf buggy allowing guests to travel freely around the Island.
